The Piccolo coro & Piccola orchestra from the Czech Republic came to Taiwan to perform at the Fungshan
Presbyterian Church on the evening of July 5, and was praised by Lin Zhi-hong, president of the Kaohsiung
Municipal Council for the Promotion of National Diplomacy, for the "friendship between Taiwan and
Czechoslovakia". Kaohsiung's local enterprises were invited to serve Taiwanese brown sugar and pearl milk tea,
and to treat their international friends with Taiwanese delicacies.

Lin Chiu-hsien, Chairman of the Formosa Organ Cultural Association, said that on the occasion of the 200"
